Entry Formats

1. All film entries must be submitted on DVD. (NTSC formats and Region 0 or Region 1 only please!)
2. All entries must have been completed after January 1, 2006.

3. Foreign films must be dubbed or presented in their original language with English language subtitles.
4. Only one movie per DVD please! If entering more than one film, you must submit them separately.

Please submit TWO copies of your film.
